     The radio station has an extended backup system for uninterrupted broadcasting during power outages; and because it immediately plays emergency instructions directly from the Emergency Agency, serves as a reliable information resource during times of crisis. The Federal Communications Commission (FCC) only licenses public safety AM stations to federal, state and local government agencies.
